MLA is seeking full K-12 accreditation from National Lutheran Schools Accreditation (NLSA) and North Central 

Accreditation (NCA).  This should be completed in 2007.  Full Accreditation will allow for both curricular and co-

curricular offerings that high school students deserve. 

Classes for the 2007-08 school year will be offered at Christ Lutheran at I-29 & 72nd Street in Platte Woods.  They 

project that the K-12 campus on 169 highway at 108th Street south of Smithville directly south of Mt. Moriah 

Cemetery will be ready for K-10 in August 2008. 

As well as their Capital Campaign is going (over $1.4 million has been pledged or given since June 20, 2006),  plans 

are being arranged to look at breaking ground in the spring of 2007.  Donations from the KC Community are wel-

comed.
